130 miles with 21 official launch 
sites

Traverses 9 municipalities including 
Dallas and Fort Worth and as far 
north as Lewisville

All but two sections are 4-6 miles in 
length, one section is 12 miles and 
one is 24 miles

Trinity River Nature-Recreation Area

Geography:

The Upper Trinity River, located downstream from Lake Worth and Lewisville Lake and ending in southern Dallas 
County

Nature-experiences:

• National Water Trail - 21 canoe/kayak launch sites, with 130 miles of river
• Hike/Bike Trailheads - 36 trail sections each linked between public parks with total trail distance of over 100 miles
• Mountain Bike Trails - 10 mountain bike networks containing 113 mountain bike trails
• Nature Centers - 14 nature centers with 100 miles of hiking trails covering approximately 10,000 acres of nature
• Golf Trail - 21 public golf courses that touch the Trinity River
